If someone does not catch it, the check 

is turned over to the State of Michigan as unclaimed.  This prompted me to check to see how 

many others might be out there. 

Over the last 25 years our chapter has had a number of different treasurers, and as such, has 

had probably ten different P.O. Boxes.  Many agencies accounts receivable departments do not 

eliminate old W-9ôs, they only add the new forms.  When the person cutting the check enters 

FBINAA Michigan Chapter for payment, all the old addressôs, as well as the new, show up and 

they pick one to send it too.  Sometimes they get it right and sometimes they do not.  If they are 

able to eliminate all the old addressôs this will be helpful.
